     Press Through! 
Have you ever felt like you are going around in circles? Do you 
sometimes  feel like you are hitting your head against an invisible 
wall or ceiling? Have you ever had the feeling that you were not 
getting everything you were supposed  to get out of life, a feeling 
that life was full of possibilities, but somehow you could not figure 
how to tap into these resources. Then you must identify with the 
children of Israel when God said to them in Deuteronomy 1v6 they 
“have circled around this mountain for too long”. It is time to Break 
through!  
 

Breakthrough represents a significant and dramatic overturning of 
an obstacle. Most of us need breakthrough in some way. We need 
breakthroughs in our families, our nation, and everyday life situa-
tions. There are shut doors that need to be opened by the resur-
rection power of God. There are long-term barriers where we need 
the explosive power and might of God to breakthrough. Our God 
has the breakthrough anointing for each one of us. He has the au-

thority and the force to shatter any gate. We need breakthrough in order to see heaven come on earth and 
see the Kingdom of God released among us.   
 

God is looking for people who will believe Him and rise up in faith to obtain a 
breakthrough. If you need a personal breakthrough, you must persevere in 
PRAYER and FAITH as these are essential keys to breakthrough.  The woman with 
the issue of blood as narrated in Luke 8: 43-48 is a good example for us in this re-
gard. After twelve years of living with shame and reproach, she got really desper-
ate, and knew she had to ignore the comments of the people about her situation. 
She was DETERMINED to break out of the prison imposed on her by ill-health. She 
made the choice to press through to her breakthrough. She could not have sur-
vived the press (through the crowd) without resolute faith and belief that Jesus 
will heal her and she would not have to press through on the way back. Alleluia!!! 
When Jesus said “who touched me?” everyone must have stopped in their tracks 
and looked around. The woman had hoped to sneak away with the healing! But Jesus knew others like you 
and I MUST learn from that encounter when He said “Daughter, your faith has healed you. Go in peace”.  The 
thick crowd must have melted a path for her as she walked through, no longer pressing, completely healed. 
Her faith making her whole.   
 

What about you? Do you have faith? You need faith to breakthrough. Don’t allow doubt and unbelief to  de-
prive you of that which GOD is set to do. People who dwell in unbelief miss opportunities because they do 
not believe and therefore are not even prepared to receive! Your breakthrough has been paid for on the 
cross at Calvary. The death and the resurrection of Jesus remains the greatest breakthrough in history. Jesus 
broke the power of death and evil when He died on the cross for our sins. He provided a way of break-

through for anyone who believe and trust in Him. 
 

One of life's lessons is to wait on God when you need a breakthrough! How-
ever, when we become impatient, frustrated, worried, or aggravated it is 
because we are trying to make something happen that only God himself can 
make happen. Joyce Meyers calls this "human energy attempting to do 
God's job."  God’s word in Isaiah 45:2 that “…I will break in pieces the gates 
of bronze and cut the bars of iron” makes it very clear that God is the 
Breaker. God is the one who will break through for you, but He needs your 
cooperation to open the gates, the closed places before you.  
 

Do not give up! Press through to your breakthrough.

Preparations went 

underway on the Friday preceding the set date as a group of workers stayed back after the prayer meeting to tag the word 

cards and attach them to bottles and it was an extended time of fel-

lowship as praise and worship, testimonies, sharing life experi-

ences and stories, exhortations and of course, prayers, was the or-

der of the day. This group dis- persed shortly after midnight to re-

turn the next morning for the out- reach proper. 

The day dawned nice and bright on Saturday and the elements were in 

our favour as we regrouped and put things in place to kick off the 

programme. We set up a tent and commenced at about 12 noon with 

music in the background and he- lium-filled balloons kept nearby to 

be given out to passers-by who wanted; especially the little kids 

who were quite ecstatic to own one as they were being offered. This 

was one of the highlights of the day as most parents; albeit some a bit 

reluctant, were being drawn to- wards the tent by their kids who 

were attracted by the colourful bal- loons. On getting to the tent, they 

happily accepted the bottle of water with the word tags and started up a conversation with the workers; inquiring about the 

programme and the church. Another notable testimony of the day was that part of those parents have come back to wor-

ship with us in Jesus House. Everyone who was approached was happy to receive the bottles of water, answer a question 

or two and hear about the Word of God as the workers were led to share with them. 

All workers still stayed behind to talk to people, evangelise and answer some inquiries way after all the bottles of water and 

balloons had been given out. The outreach finally ended at about 2pm to the glory of God and there was no denying the 

truth that the community of Dandenong had been reached, sensitized and heard about the church, the saving grace of Je-

sus Christ and the good news of salvation. 

God has been faithful to us as a church concerning this second outing and we can only wait with bated breaths to see what 

He has in store for the third edition of this outreach programme for the next quarter –  our target as a church will be 5,000 

bottles of water to be given out and we are confident that this is an achievable task with God on our side.
